GROVE STREET PRIMARY SCHOOL

Grove Street Primary School is situated in the village of New Ferry close to the heritage village of Port Sunlight and the district of Bebington on the Wirral. The school sees itself as a vital part of the community it serves. Staff and children regularly interact with all aspects of community life.

The school enjoys the benefit of New Ferry Park, which borders the school grounds and the Village Hall purposely built for the benefit of the community.

Grove Street Primary School was built in the early part of this century and is a large two-storey building, which has been extensively refurbished in recent years. It provides large light airy classroom accommodation, a reception area, a library, a dinner hall/gymnasium and a coffee bar for parents. There are two mobile classrooms situated in the playground.

Adjacent to the school is a purpose built community resource centre for children under the age of 5, which also houses a branch library, used by the school and the community.

Grass and tarmac play areas surround the school and the Foundation Stage enjoys the benefit of its own garden area.  The school environment project “Ground Celebration” is in its fifth year at Grove Street Primary. Many areas of the school have been improved and further improvements are targeted for this academic year. We were the first Wirral School to be awarded the Green Flag by the Tidy Britain Group.  We have been awarded our permanent Eco Green Flag.
Grove Street School has always valued the partnership between school, parents and the community. A flourishing Home School Partnership Association supports the school in all its initiatives and works hard to raise funds. Grove Street Primary School develops strong links with the Children’s Centre, parents and the Community, which benefit not only the children’s education but equip them as individuals to take their place 

in society.

BEHAVIOUR AND DISCIPLINE

Aims and Expectations:

High standards of behaviour, courtesy and consideration for others is expected from all children who in their introduction to the school, are informed of the Code of Behaviour expected.  

It is a primary aim of our school that every member of the school community feels valued and respected and that each person is treated fairly and well. We are a caring community, whose values are built on mutual trust and respect for all. 

The school behaviour policy is therefore designed to support the way in which all members of the school can live and work together in a supportive way. It aims to promote an environment where everyone feels happy, safe and secure. The School has a number of school rules and procedures, but the primary aim of the behaviour policy is not a system to enforce rules.  It is a means of promoting good relationships, so that people can work together with the common purpose for helping everyone to learn.

The school nurtures and emphasises good behaviour and self-discipline from the first day the child enters school. We believe that children learn best when they are clear about what they are supposed to do within a supportive and positive learning environment.  If a child’s work and behaviour gives cause for concern, the class teacher will contact you to discuss the problem and ways of overcoming it.  Conversely, if you are concerned about your child, please contact the class teacher.
Parents are encouraged to be part of our Behaviour and Code of Conduct policies and are asked to annually sign a contract to indicate their agreement. 

Behaviour and discipline are also integrated into the curriculum through the teaching of Personal and Social Education, which we regard as essential in preparation for the outside world.  
HEALTH PROMOTING SCHOOL

Grove Street Primary School has been recognised as a Health Promoting School and has received the Healthy Schools Award. The school acknowledges that health promotion is a whole school initiative focusing on the needs of teaching and non-teaching staff, parents, and the local community as well as pupils. The work of the Personal and Social Education curriculum supports the aims of the Health Promoting School initiative and the successes of the school are celebrated each year in its School Health Week. 

ANTI BULLYING POLICY 
At Grove Street Primary School we have made a commitment not to tolerate any form of bullying. In any school (as in all walks of life) there may be occasional incidents of bullying behaviour and as staff we are concerned that these incidents or allegations should be dealt with promptly. 


Our school policy encourages our pupils to tell an adult if they are being bullied, either physically or verbally, and we ask parents to help us. Staff will always be available to support parents of children being bullied and also the parents of alleged bullies in these difficult situations. We believe that it is important to encourage children, through our Personal and Social Education Programme, to respect and care for the feelings of others and to develop a school ethos where every one feels valued and safe. 

Every school has been required to develop an Anti-bullying Policy. Our Anti-bullying policy has been in place for many years and has been regularly reviewed and updated. Copies are available in school for any parent wishing to read it and questions or concerns can always be shared with class teachers, Mrs Little, Headteacher or Mrs Bullivant, Deputy Headteacher. 

PERSONAL HEALTH AND SOCIAL EDUCATION AND CITIZENSHIP

The school gives pupils their first experience as members of a complex and organised community. We feel it is most important that our children feel they belong, are treated fairly, are valued and have opportunities to contribute to and participate in school life.

We give them opportunities to show self-confidence, consideration for others, interest in what they are doing and pride in themselves and their school. In this way they will be able to go about their tasks needing the minimum of supervision, to take initiatives, to exercise choice sensibly and to accept responsibility.

Through a planned, integrated programme of PHSE (Personal Health and Social Education) and citizenship across the curriculum, we help children to reach their potential for healthy growth and development. Children are helped to develop a realistic and positive self-concept accepting themselves as unique and special. They learn to recognise the influences on their behaviour from outside factors for example, peer group pressure.

CHILD PROTECTION PROCEDURES

The Governors and staff of Grove Street Primary School take seriously our responsibility to promote the welfare and safeguard all the children and young people entrusted to our care.  The designated Child Protection Co-ordinator who has overall responsibility for child protection practice is Mrs Little, the Headteacher.

As part of the ethos of the school, we are committed to maintaining children’s welfare as our paramount concern.

· Providing an environment in which children and young people feel safe, secure, valued and respected, confident to talk opening and sure of being listened to.

· Providing suitable support and guidance, so that pupils have a range of appropriate adults who they feel confident to approach if they are in difficulties.

· Using the curriculum to provide opportunities for increased self awareness, self esteem, assertiveness and decision making, so that pupils have a range of contacts and strategies to ensure their own protection and understand the importance of protecting others.

· Working with parents to build an understanding of the school’s responsibilities to ensure the welfare of all children including the need for referral to other agencies in some situations.

· Ensuring all staff are able to recognise the signs and symptoms of abuse and are aware of the school’s procedures and lines of communication.

· Monitoring children and young people who have been identified as “in need” including the need for protection; keeping confidential records which are stored securely and shared appropriately with other professions.

· Developing effective and supportive liaison with other agencies.

ADMISSION POLICY – FOUNDATION STAGE, 

KEY STAGE ONE AND KEY STAGE TWO

Grove Street School complies with the Admission Policy of Wirral Local Authority and asks parents to complete a parental preference form if they wish their child to attend Grove Street Primary School. A list of the roads in the catchment area is available from the school. Parents who live outside the catchment area and wish to admit their children to Grove Street Primary must complete an `Out of Zone` request form available from the school office and submit to the LA for consideration. 
All parents and children considering an application to the school are encouraged to visit before admission. An appointment is recommended to ensure sufficient time to look around the school and to discuss further details with the Headteacher.  There is no guarantee of a place at Grove Street Primary School for any child, either in or out of zone, until a letter has been sent from the Local authority.

FOUNDATION 1 AND FOUNDATION 2 CHILDREN

Pupils who will be eligible for a place within Foundation 2 each September are asked to complete a Parental Preference form which is forwarded to the Local Authority.  The Local Authority will consider each request and let parents know the outcome of their chosen school in March each year.

Parents and children are invited to school on a number of occasions to familiarise themselves with their new environment and their new teachers. Parents will have the chance to talk to the teachers and discuss with them how best they can help their child to prepare for school.

Foundation 1 places are available for a half day session. The sessions are either 9.00 a.m. to 11.30 a.m. or 1.00 p.m. to 3.30 p.m.  Subject to vacancies children will be considered for admission to Foundation 1 at the start of the term following their 3rd birthday. The school will inform parents of vacancies before the end of the Autumn Term.  However, once the Foundation 1 classes are full, we can accommodate children within the Wraparound setting who will follow the same curriculum.
Foundation 2, children are able to access full time education at Grove Street Primary. Parents are entitled to withdraw their children from the whole day of schooling if they wish. A parents meeting is held on yearly basis to introduce parents to staff in school and to the different agencies, which they can access.


Admission forms, prospectuses and Out of Zone applications are available from the School Office.

WRAPAROUND CARE PROVISION
Grove Street Primary School Wraparound Care is able to offer young children from 2 years old the opportunity to attend wraparound care provision in school.

The Wraparound care operates on daily basis and all the school holidays from 7.30am until 6.00pm. Wraparound Care is supervised by the school and run by 6 qualified permanent full time and 2 part time members of staff. For further information on costs of session/s or registration please contact the school office.  

CHILDREN’S CENTRE

New Ferry Children’s Centre is situated within the school premises and provides varied services to families and their children in the local community.  Further information can be provided from the school and the Children’s Centre.

SUBJECTS TAUGHT AT SCHOOL 

LEARNING

Learning is an essential part of a child’s education.  Parents are asked to hear their children read daily, to read to them daily, to help them with learning their tables and spelling lists.  There will be occasions when they are asked to carry out some research at home or make something in connection with a subject being studied.  All children will benefit from your interest in their learning at school.

Although children are allowed to take books home from school, we also encourage all children to become member of the public library.  They will initially, need your support and help in choosing suitable books.

ENGLISH

English at Grove Street Primary School is recognised as having a vital place in the Curriculum,
being not only a core subject of the National Curriculum but also the principle means by which all other subjects are accessed.

English is taught through the implementation of the National Literacy Strategy, and in class groups for extended writing activities, speaking and listening and the reinforcement and enrichment of spelling and handwriting.

Each half term children are given targets by their class teacher in order to raise standards in focused areas of Literacy.  We aim to provide every child with a comprehensive learning experience within a rich and vibrant literacy environment, making English a successful, focused and above all enjoyable subject in our school.

READING

Reading has a high profile at Grove Street, with specific reading skills being taught in school through the planned and guided reading elements of the National Literacy Strategy. The co-operation and assistance of parents is enlisted through the use of the “home-reading books” where children are able to practice and consolidate the skills they have acquired at school through the regular reading of books at home. The school will provide opportunities for all parents to enhance their own ability in order to support their children.

New Ferry Branch Library operates from our school grounds. Children and parents are encouraged to make use of this service.  

BETTER READING PARTNERSHIP

We operate a Better Reading Partnership Programme which offers selected children throughout Key Stage 1 and 2 individual reading support three times a week for 15 minutes. It aims to increase a pupil’s level of confidence in reading. Parents are encouraged to join the partnership.
READING RECOVERY

We have introduced Reading Recovery again to the school. This one to one provision will support pupils who are finding difficulties in reading and writing.
MATHEMATICS

Mathematics is a powerful skill that children need to acquire; it is a skill not only to be used at school but also in all areas of life. We aim at Grove Street Primary School to promote a fascination with mathematics by stimulating children’s natural curiosity and interest in things around them. We provide mathematical experiences to satisfy every child’s needs in an exciting and imaginative way. 

At Grove Street Primary School we have implemented the National Numeracy Strategy and see this as a valuable tool for delivering the breadth of the Mathematics curriculum.

SCIENCE

Science is taught in line with the National Curriculum and Wirral Authority Guidance. We encourage all children to question, predict and investigate through practical activities covering the areas of living things, properties of materials and physical processes.

INFORMATION COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY (ICT)

ICT continues to be a very important part of the curriculum at Grove Street. We now have 30 laptops for the Key Stage 2 classes and 30 laptops for the Key Stage 1 and Foundation classes. These are used extensively to teach children computer skills and also to enhance other curriculum areas. Each classroom also has a stand alone computer which is linked o the net work. The net work is linked to the Wirral Web for Learning and to the internet. The internet is a very tool for all children enabling them to do revision, use a search engine for information and research a wide variety of topics.

Teaching in enhanced by the use of the Interactive White Boards in all classrooms and by the use of digital cameras. Good use is also made of video and DVD clips on specific subjects. 

HISTORY
We follow the National Curriculum and Wirral Authority Guidance for History. At Key Stage 1 children are taught to compare their lives with those of their ancestors. At Key Stage 2 children follow units of study, which cover aspects of ancient and modern history. At Foundation Stage, all historical enquiry is based on people and events within living memory.

GEOGRAPHY







Geography skills are taught through a range of themes.  The children begin their studies at a local level spreading through the home region and culminating in the European union and economically developing countries.  Field work is an essential tool through which geographical skills are consolidated.  Learning about the links between our lives and the environment around us is central to geography lessons at this stage.  To help children get the best out of their investigations inside and outside the class, they learn how to use maps, photographs and computer skills which prove useful in other subjects as well as when they leave school.  We want children to develop a knowledge of people and places and to understand the physical, social and economical forces to shape places and lifestyles.  
ART

Art allows children to express their feelings, ideas and creativity. By using a variety of materials they are taught the skills of drawing, painting, printing, collage, textile and 3 dimensional work. In addition, children learn about artists, designers and craft workers from different times and cultures. Children are given the opportunity to visit galleries and museums, and work alongside artists in school.
DESIGN TECHNOLOGY

Design Technology is taught in line with the National Curriculum following the Wirral Authority Schemes of Work and QCA scheme of work. The children have regular and routine experiences that enable them to develop their understanding of the made world, and their ability to deal with it. Children are taught the importance of health and safety issues when suing various equipment eg. scissors and glue, so that all practical work is carried out safely
MUSIC
Throughout the school we see music as an integral and enjoyable part of the curriculum. All children have access to a variety of musical activities. They experience singing, playing instruments, listening, performing and composing in order to express their creativity.

Peripatetic music teachers from the L.A. provide lessons for pupils in Years 4, 5 and 6 who have shown interest in brass, violin and clarinet. A nominal fee is paid termly. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION
At Grove Street Physical Education is a subject that is embedded in our school atmosphere. It brings together staff, pupils and parents and allows our children to develop a sense of success and enjoyment through physical activity. All children are provided with 50 minutes of high quality teaching a week from our specialised sports coach.  Our dramatically improved extra-curricular program ensures that all children can become part of a team or club with a variety of experienced sport coaches helping us.

Our extra curricular programme includes :-

Tag Rugby, Football, Dance, Ju-Jitsu, Athletics, Multi-Skills (KS1) and Netball.

Swimming takes place at The Oval swimming pool and is mainly aimed at our Year 6 children.  However, we do try to get our Year 4 and 5 children in the pool by the end of the school year.

As a school, we firmly believe that by raising achievement in physical education, we will help pupils develop more their physical talents to the full.  High achievement brings personal success and these successes will enhance achievement in other areas of learning.  Physical education builds self-esteem, motivation, co-operation and concentration, and forms an important part of a balanced curriculum.

 We know how a healthy lifestyle and keeping fit is important these days.  In Physical Education or PE, children learn that it is fun to stay in shape.  They learn how to prepare for and recover from exercise and what happens to their body when they work out in a variety of ways.  It is a vital foundation to help them lead active and healthy lives as they grow up.
GAMES AND SPORTS

Our aim is to involve all pupils in a variety of games and sports.  During lesson time, pupils will learn basic skills needed in all games, such as football, basketball.  We have a number of clubs operating before and after school as follows : Football, Rugby, Ju Jitsu, Ballet and Tap, Choir, Chess, Dr Who Club, Cross Country and Street Dance.  We compete against other schools in other sports and team games. 
Every child needs the following kit:-

· Black plimsolls and trainers

· Blue shorts

· Yellow t-shirts

· Dark blue/black tracksuit or jogging bottoms/fleece for Years 5 & 6

All kit items must bear the child’s name and kept in a sports bag which is also clearly marked with the child’s name.  T-shirts, shorts and PE bags are available to buy from the school office.

Some lessons in the hall are taken in bare feet.  All children comply unless they have a foot ailment which necessitates the use of plimsolls.  In these cases, please inform the class teacher.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION                                                        
Religious Education is taught to enable children to understand their own beliefs and values; children need to learn about and respond to the beliefs and values of others.  In Religious Education (RE) children learn about the main religions in the country, particularly Christianity.  The subject aims to help them respect the beliefs and practices of others, as well as discover more about their own.  
Every school must teach RE and our teaching is based upon the Wirral agreed syllabus.  This local programme is shaped by national guidelines.  These say that teaching should : reflect the fact that the religious tradition in Great Britian is mainly Christian, also include teaching about other important religions in this country.
Parents not wishing their child to attend RE and/or religious worship can exercise their rights under the Education Act on written application to the Headteacher.
SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS – SEN AND INCLUSION

We want all children to receive the best possible education so that they can develop to their full potential, bearing in mind their individual needs and abilities.  We want all children to develop their strengths and overcome their weaknesses.  In accordance with this principle, we recognise that all children are different and we endeavour to welcome all children to the school, whatever their special needs.  We will use all resources available to the school in order to meet those needs and will attempt to make full use of externally provided facilities where appropriate.

Special Educational Needs might mean:-

· Children with learning needs across the curriculum.

· Children with learning needs associated with language delay.

· Children with specific learning difficulties.  

· Children with sensory needs.

· Children who experience communication difficulties.

· Children with behavioural or emotional needs.

· Children who are gifted and talented.

The school has a set procedure for identifying and assessing the special needs of individual children which involves, at various stages, teaching staff, parents, external agencies and of course the children themselves.

The school Special Educational Needs Policy is monitored, reviewed and updated regularly and has regard to the special educational needs code of practice 2001.  The policy also follows regulations and guidance in the statutory documents. 
HEALTH EDUCATION/SEX EDUCATION

Our Health Education programme has been planned in conjunction with Wirral Health Education Unit, Governors and the LEA Inspector for P.S.E. As part of this programme, children will undertake work on sex education, which at all times stresses the context of a caring and loving relationship.

At all times  the  content and  method  of approach  to the  teaching   of  this subject will  be appropriate  to the maturity  of the children  concerned. Parents  have the statutory  right to withdraw  their children from those  aspects of sex  education  which  are  not covered  under the National Curriculum. Parents wishing to withdraw their children should inform the Headteacher in writing. 

ASSESSMENT








The progress that children make during their time at Grove Street Primary School is assessed and formally fed back to parents at parent consultation meetings and in written reports.  Feedback will always be given to parents in between these times on request.  
Progress is assessed in several ways as follows :-

1. Teacher assessment.

2. National SAT’s tests in Year 6.

3. Tests that the school may give to help teachers assess progress, ie optional tests in reading, writing and numeracy.

4. NFER Non verbal reasoning tests given to children in Year 3.

The school philosophy is to work with parents opening.  As such, teachers are happy to share the information they gain about a pupil’s progress with parents.  The different types of assessment currently used at Grove Street are described below :-

1. Teacher assessment

Teachers make formal assessment of children’s work and feed this back to parents in written reports at the end of the school academic year.  Teachers also assess children’s work informally every time they teach a class and this ensures that learning opportunities are appropriate.  

The teacher assessment will judge your child’s performance across a whole subject, over a long period of time.  This provides a different perspective to timed tests which measures what all children can do, in certain parts of the subject, when they are all set the same questions.

The teacher’s assessment will also provide feedback on a child’s attitude to learning, their behaviour in class and their personality.

2. National SAT’s Tests                                                                                            
When children are aged 7 and 11, they sit National Standards Assessments Tests in numeracy, literacy and science.  National tests continue at secondary school (Age 14) and are intended to provide a snapshot view of how children are performing against National standards.

Children are broadly expected to work their way through one whole level in the National Tests every 2 years, for example:-

· At the end of Key Stage 1, aged 7 (Year 2), the majority of children are expected to achieve level 2.

· Four years later, at the end of Key Stage 2, aged 11 (Year 6), the majority of children are expected to achieve Level 4.

          A typical class will have some children who are working at level below and level above 

          the expected standard, for example in Year 6 different children will be working in 

          levels 3, 4 & 5.  Each level is quite wide and divided into three sub levels, eg 4A, 4B 

          & 4C to further differentiate achievement.  4A is the highest sub level and 4C is 

          the lowest.

3. Annual Reading, Writing and Numeracy Tests (Optional SATs)

Formal tests in reading, writing and numeracy are given to all children towards the end of Years 3, 4 & 5.  These tests provide further snapshot views of children’s performance and help teachers to monitor progress and identify areas of strength and weakness.  The results of these tests are also given to parents in the end of year reports.  The tests show a level achieved (similar to SATs) and can be used to monitor progress between the SAT’s levels.  The report will also show a standardised score which explains the result achieved by your child against the expected achievements for that age group.  Typically most children will not progress in a straight line between the levels but may appear to plateau at times and then move forward again.

4. NFER Tests
NFER tests are given to children in Year 3 to assess performance in non verbal reasoning.  The non verbal tests measure the ability to reason with non verbal material, eg spatial ability, relationships between figures, seeing patterns.  This reflects a pupil’s ability to think with shape and space.

5. Selective Test Assessment

Each year, approximately 10-15 year six children from Grove Street Primary School sit the selective test to enable transfer to one of Wirral’s Grammar Schools.  Parents make the decision about whether their child/ren should sit the selective test and most will rely on the assessment information provided by the school, to help them make this decision.

TARGET SETTING

Target Setting became compulsory in September 1998 as part of the schools improvement cycle. There is a minimum requirement for each school to set a single target for each of the three core subjects at the end of each Key Stage. Taking action by setting specific curriculum goals and targets is one way in which our pupils can be helped to improve their performance. On termly basis pupils are supported to set their own targets in Literacy and Numeracy. They in turn monitor and evaluate them in class. At the end of the term targets are sent home to parents.

HOMEWORK

Homework is set according to the age and needs of children. Parents should ensure that sufficient time is allocated for the proper completion of homework and that it is returned on time. A homework timetable will be sent home with each child at the start of the school year outlining the curriculum and the type of homework which their children will receive and the frequency with which it will be given. Shared reading with parents is practised right across all Key Stages and children are given reading books to take home in order to practise reading skills. We welcome support and co-operation from parents.

All pupils are also encouraged to play maths games and Key Stage 2 pupils are asked to learn tables. Parents receive an annual letter about homework asking if parents will support their children’s homework and ensure it is returned on time.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES

At Grove Street Primary School our equal opportunities policy compliments all aspects of school life and is based on the premise that all pupils have equal entitlement. We believe that every member of the school should have equal chances and be valued for who they are. All members of the school are regarded as being of equal worth and importance, irrespective of his/her creed, culture, race, gender, sexuality, disability or ability.

OFSTED








The government required all schools to be inspected by the Office for Standards in Education. Grove Street Primary School was inspected in October 2001 and November 2006. A copy of the full report is available from the school.

The inspection highlighted the school as having a strong caring and inclusive ethos and has enabled the school to integrate successfully a large number of pupils from a neighbouring school which has recently closed. 

The curriculum is adequate and is rightly focused on the core subjects.  The school has recently adopted a more rigorous approach to the teaching and learning and is raising expectations of what pupils can achieve and ensuring that work is increasingly matched to pupil’s abilities.  

The personal development and wellbeing of pupils are good.  Pupil’s enjoyment of school and their positive attitudes are reflected in improving attendance and the considerable contribution they make to both the local community and to their school.

Parents who returned questionnaires are overwhelmingly supportive of the school.

We are yet again proud of our achievements and shall continue to strive to improve the quality of education provided to all pupils in the school. We are committed to further monitoring the progress of the children in Mathematics, Science and English to allow planning for individual needs.

JEWELLERY

In the interest of safety for all children and in line with the requirements of all local secondary schools, the governors’ policy is that no jewellery including earrings, studs and sleepers should be worn in school. If ears have been pierced, studs only may be worn for a period of six weeks covered with plasters until the studs can be removed. 

Parents/Guardians should be aware that these too could be a safety hazard in the school particularly in P.E and break times and therefore a disclaimer form must be signed by the parent. However, a watch may be worn at the child’s own risk provided it is removed for physical education activities.

The Headteacher holds a safekeeping box in her office for any child who has forgotten to take off his/her jewellery before coming to school. Children may collect their jewellery at the end of the school day. 

For reasons of security, children are not allowed to bring any valuable items into school. The school cannot be held responsible for any valuables brought into school by pupils and adults.

PERSONAL PROPERTY
All clothing, footwear and other personal property must be marked with the child’s full name and the school cannot be held responsible for loss or damage.  Watches are permitted provided they are marked with the child’s name.  Rings, bangles, earrings, bracelets, hanging pendants are not allowed as they are a source of danger in physical education, games and during breaks.  No child will be allowed to take part in any activities if they are wearing the items mentioned above.

CHILDREN`S MEDICATION






For safety reasons, medicines are not allowed in the classroom, except inhalers. If your child is taking any form of medication, please complete the permission slip at the school office.

Parents must take responsibility for bringing the medicine to school and collecting it at the end of the day. Medicines must be clearly labelled with contents, owner’s name and dosage. Medicines are self-administered, whenever possible, under adult supervision. We hope that parents will understand that these arrangements are necessary for the safety of all the children in our school. Inhalers for asthma must be clearly labelled and will be kept in a secure place by the class teacher or with the child depending on age.

Please do not send items such as Tunes or Strepsils to school, as these pose a risk of choking
SCHOOL UNIFORM

We request parent’s co-operation in providing their children with the school’s uniform. We ask parents to ensure that all clothing must be clearly labelled with their child’s name.

SCHOOL MEALS

School meals are provided at a cost of £1.70 per day and are paid for weekly in advance. The money should be brought to school each Monday morning in a sealed envelope, marked with your child’s name and class. Any absences are carried forward as credits to the following week. A copy of the menu is given to parents and is on display outside the hall. Children can go home during the midday break but must return before the start of the afternoon session at 1.15pm.

In line with our efforts to promote healthy eating we request parents not to include

sweets, sticky chocolate bars or fizzy canned drinks in packed lunch boxes.

If your child is entitled to free school meals and free milk please ensure 
that you complete the relevant forms provided by the school office
MILK AND SNACK
Grove Street Primary School operates the Free Fruit scheme organised by the government. All children in Foundation and Key Stage 1 classes are provided with a fruit every day. 

Year 6 children operate a fruit “tuck shop” on a daily basis.  Fruit snacks such as fresh apples, bananas, tangerines, grapes, raisins, sunflower seeds and spicy noodles are sold for 20p per item.

Children who are entitled to a free meal are also provided with milk. Milk is provided to other children on a daily basis at a cost of 10p per day payable in advance per half term. Parents have the choice to purchase ordinary milk or fluoride milk for their children.

LINKS WITH PARENTS
For a child to develop his/her full potential, co-operation between home and school is essential.  Year group meetings are held during the first half term and arrangements are made for the class teacher to meet the parents privately at least twice during the year.  Written reports are sent home annually.  If you are concerned about your child, the class teacher or Headteacher will be pleased to see you any time during the year, provided a prior appointment is made.  It is appreciated if you are able to support our school functions (concerts, open days, sports days, fairs etc) and money raising efforts.  

Our Home School Partnership, embraces all parents (who automatically become members when their child enters the school) and friends.  In addition to their money raising and social activities, the Association helps the school in many ways, both inside and outside the classroom.  I hope you will become an active member of the Association which is run by a Committee of 10.  The Annual General Meeting is held in the autumn term.

COMMUNITY LINKS







Parental involvement is an integral part of our school philosophy and therefore, we value all interaction with our parents whether it be on a formal, interview basis or informally within the classroom.

We have a well-established Home School Partnership Association. The active involvement of all parents is crucial to its development and success. The Coffee Bar serves light snacks and encourages parent’s participation in its various activities.

The school and its entire staff value parents’ help in the classroom and around the school. 

The school keeps its partnership with the community at large and we have strong relationships with the Regeneration team, St Mark’s church, New Ferry Farmers Market and the Village Hall.

Keen community gardeners, Mr & Mrs Foulds, have supported the school and worked with pupils in planting vegetables and other plants.


DOGS ON THE PREMISES
No dogs are allowed on the school property, building or grounds at any time including school events and functions.

VISTING THE SCHOOL
When visiting the school, use the main door and report to the Secretaries office.

HOLIDAYS DURING THE TERM
Parents are asked not to take holidays during the term time.  However, if you have to take your holiday during term time, please complete a holiday form available from the school office and return it at least a fortnight before the commencement of the holiday.  No more than two weeks leave will be granted in any one academic year.  

The beginning of the new school year in September is a very important time for teachers to establish teaching groups and routines, structures and expectations connected with homework, PE kit etc.  We strongly advise parents not to book holidays during the first two weeks of September or in the month of May, when SAT’s and tests are taken.
ATTENDANCE

Parents are asked to inform the school of the reason for absence on the first day of their child’s absence, otherwise the school will telephone the parents for reasons of absence. Parents are asked to ensure that their children arrive punctually to school at 9.00a.m. as their late arrival into lessons disrupts their own and other pupil’s education.

Registers are closed at 9.10 a.m. If your child arrives at school after the register is taken, is taken, it is very important that he/she reports to the school office to receive a late mark instead of being marked absent. On school absence returns, they will be considered as absent unless a valid reason is provided.  

Our computerised system of registration allows parents to receive, at the end of the year, an overall attendance sheet showing their child’s attendance, absences and late arrivals during the year. Our school link attendance, Mrs Ferns works closely with the Educational Social Worker and parents. They monitor attendance on a daily basis and our Educational Social Worker visits families who are finding difficulty in getting their children into school on time.  Mrs Ferns is available at the school office every morning. A pamphlet provided by the school advises parents on attendance.

LATENESS
Class registration is at 9am.  All children must arrive to school on time and line up with their class ready to go into the building.  Children who arrive after 9am must report to the school office.  This is extremely important to ensure that we know who is in school, especially in the event of a fire.  Children should let the office staff know the reason they are late and will receive a late mark in the register.  We continually monitor children’s punctuality.  If your child is arriving late to school on a regular basis you will receive a letter in the first instance.  If there is no improvement after this letter has been sent, a meeting will be requested to discuss ways in which the school can help your child to arrive at school on time.

GROUND FOR CELEBRATION

As an eco school we continually look after our own environment and seek ways to raise awareness of eco initiatives and world wide planet concerns.  We have been able to improve the school grounds and we are very proud of all the hard work provided by staff, parents and children. 

To following projects are continuously achieved on a yearly basis :
· Planting bulbs in the school grounds.

· Maintaining our Wild flower area..

· Weeding the flower beds and boxes.

· Maintaining and improving the Foundation garden.
· Transport Policy is practised across Key Stages on a regular basis.

· Green Day celebration on yearly basis.

· Cycling proficiency – bicycle sheds installed in school encouraging

          cycling to school.

· Recycling initiatives.

· Minibeast area maintaining a habitat within our school.

· Composting is regularly monitored.

· Energy efficiency closely monitored as well as the solar heating for hot water.
· Vegetables planted and sold at the Farmer’s Market and to parents in the school.

· Walking Bus continues to provide help to families coming to school.

· Monitoring of birds on our school grounds.

ENERGY CONSERVATION

This aims to reduce the schools environmental impact, through the conservation of energy. The monitoring of the schools energy usage is at present being handed over to a group of year 6 pupils. Once they have become confident in the use of the energy monitoring spreadsheet, it is these pupils who will report their results and ideas to the Governing body. A future project under the energy conservation program involves the impact on the environment caused by travelling to and from the school by car.

At Grove Street Primary School we are changing peoples lives through the reduction in our energy usage, reducing our pollution and the education of our pupils, staff, parents, governors and those in the wider community.

ECO SCHOOL
At Grove Street Primary School we all care deeply about environmental issues. Children learn about these issues in the classroom as well as through the media. We are a registered Eco School working on a long-term project designed to encourage and acknowledge whole school action for the environment. We are very proud to have achieved the “Green Flag” for the second time.

The Eco School Scheme will help us to:

1. Improve the school environment

2. Reduce litter and waste

3. Reduce fuel and water bills

4. Increase environmental awareness

5. Involve the local community

Representatives from the children, staff, parents, governors and the local community make up the Eco Council which meets once a month to discuss and analyse the needs of our school environment.

GROVE STREET PRIMARY - A NON SMOKING SCHOOL

Through the support of pupils, parents and staff, Grove Street Primary 

School is a Non Smoking School. The school non-smoking policy is available for parents to view.  With effect from 1st July 2007, it is a national offence to spoke anywhere within the proximity of the school.  Failure to adhere to this may result in a fine of up to £2500.

HEALTH PROMOTING SCHOOL

Grove Street is a “Health Promoting School”. Health education plays a major part in the schools education program. To promote health the school holds a “Heath Week” each year covering all aspects of health from diet and the workings of the body to road safety and environmental awareness.

EDUCATIONAL VISITS

Educational visits are arranged as and when appropriate in all year groups.  The Educational Act 1988 does not allow us to charge for school visits.  Instead, we must ask parents to support these visits by making voluntary contributions.  The school supplements all its trips and activities provided for the children and, therefore, visits and trips can only take place if parents contribute to them.

SCHOOL SECURITY








Two members of staff will be outside on duty in the yard from 8.45 a.m. 
In the interest of safety children should not arrive at school before 8.45 a.m. unless they are attending Breakfast Club.
There are four entrances to the building, all of which are monitored by CCTV cameras. The main entrance is specifically for visitors, parents who require the assistance of the Headteacher or office staff, parents wishing to go to the Coffee Bar and parents bringing their children late to school. All parents and visitors must report to the school office on arrival.

Gates and doors will be locked once the children are in school. The main gate leading to the school car park will be closed from 9.15am to 3.45pm each day.  

The Foundation entrance from the school car park is specifically for children in Foundation 1 and 2 classes and to the Children’s Centre.   Latecomers must report to the school office.
The two side entrance doors are for Key Stage 1 and 2 classes. Parents are requested to stand away from the main entrances to avoid congestion.

Entrance to the Children’s Centre can either be from the lower gate or via the Foundation entrance gate.
