	Session 2
	Children to plan a simple storyboard containing one main character.
Structure and order contents away from the PC with other members of their group.
	Storyboarding – Class based.

Children to plan their own storyboard possibly with cross curricular link or based around a theme e.g. sci-fi or traditional tales.
