Parental interest, encouragement and support are vital to a child’s success in school.  Children benefit enormously from a strong home/school partnership.  This “2012/13 Year Book” provides details for parents that will help develop this partnership.  Please read the information, retain the book throughout the year and help the staff provide a safe, happy, challenging and successful educational experience for your child. 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Homework

Children benefit enormously when their parents actively encourage them to undertake homework in partnership with the school.  In order to support their children, parents need to know why homework is being given and exactly what is required of the child.  

The Purpose of Homework

Homework is given to help the child:

· develop independent study skills

· develop a sense of responsibility

· reinforce basic skills in literacy,  numeracy and information and communications technology 

It is an important link that develops the home / school partnership.

The Type of Homework Set

The homework given to children will be dependent on their age and ability. Work will usually be given to reinforce knowledge and skills previously learnt.  On occasions, however, children will be asked to:

· do some research on a particular theme

· solve a problem 

· undertake an investigation, i.e. how many squares are there on a chess board?

Homework Timetable

READING – All children are expected to read at home every day throughout the week.  

For Reception children this will involve sharing a book with a parent for 10 to 15 minutes.  For Year 6 children this will involve independent reading for 25 to 30 minutes.  It is important to encourage all children to read regularly at home, throughout their time at school. Parents have an important role in helping their child improve in this area.  Alongside reading, the following activities are given by teachers throughout the school.

It is accepted that on occasions children will be unable to complete homework. Children should not feel upset when this happens. Our aim is to develop both a sense of responsibility and personal study skills. Positive attitudes, praise and encouragement from parents and teachers will all help in meeting this aim. Please have a word with your child’s class teacher if you require any further information regarding your child’s homework. Junior children who do not complete homework on a regular basis will undertake these tasks during playtimes.  

Children are given a reading record book annually. A green reading wallet is provided by the Parents and Friends of the School Association (PFA) for each child new to the school - replacement wallets are available from the office at a cost of £3.50. Please encourage your child to read, complete the daily record and return the book(s) to school every day in the green reading wallet provided. Please do not use the reading wallet to carry drinks or food. 
Code of Behaviour

All children need to know what is expected of them in terms of behaviour.  Parents also need to be kept informed about the school's policy of children's behaviour and be involved in the process when appropriate. 

The school has a Code of Behaviour ("Golden Rules") displayed in each classroom and regularly discussed by all.  

These rules exist so that children can learn in a peaceful and safe environment. Our aim is to create a sense of community within our school in which everybody is committed to the school code of behaviour.  We aim to develop in all our children a clear view of what is right and wrong and enable them to appreciate the needs of others. The Code of Behaviour or "Golden Rules" are:

There are consequences for children who do not adhere to our Golden Rules which include loss of Golden Time or playtime, contacting parents and as a last resort suspension from school.
Golden Time

As part of the school’s good behaviour incentive all children have special “Golden Time” activities for 30 minutes each week. Children who have not kept to the school rules during the week miss part or all of their “Golden Time”.  

Golden Table

Each half term seven children who have shown excellent behaviour and consistent good manners, in the Main School dining room and on the playground, are chosen to sit at the special “Golden Table” for lunch as a reward.

Celebration Assemblies

A celebration assembly is held weekly. One child from each class is chosen to be “star of the week.”  These children are provided with a special lesson in the “Star Room.” 

Parents and Friends of the School Association (PFA)

Children at Highfields are very fortunate to have a variety of events to attend that are organised by the PFA Committee.  This group also raises extra school funds that benefit all the children.  Last year they raised approximately £5,000.  Please support these events so that these important social activities and school resources can be maintained. All parents are members of the PFA and are welcome to any of the meetings. Your support is greatly appreciated.

Parents/Volunteers Helping in School

If any parent would like to help in school it would be greatly appreciated and help the children's progress enormously.  Please contact your child's teacher so that sessions can be arranged. All parents/volunteers in school need to complete a CRB form (police check).

Medicines in School - safe procedures

Apart from medication for asthma, parents should take note of the following if their child requires medicine in school. We can only administer prescribed medicine in school.
a. Parents should deliver the medicine personally to the child's class teacher or hand it in to the School Office so that it can be locked away.  Medicines should NOT be brought into school by children.

b. The quantity or volume of medication brought in to school should not exceed the child’s requirements.

c. When the medicine is first delivered to school, it should be accompanied by a completed “administration of medicine” form (available from the school office or website) signed by the parent indicating that the teacher is authorised to administer the medicine.  It should also state the timings for medication, the dosage and any other helpful information.

d. All medicine containers should have the prescribed label which must show:

1.  The child's name.

2.  The required dosage.

3.  The times of medication.

4.  Any other relevant information.

It is understood that whilst the school and its teachers will make every effort to adhere to a parent’s request, no responsibility can be accepted for missed dosage.

e. It is Cheshire East Council policy for children to remain at home for 48 hours after they were last sick or had diarrhoea. This helps to prevent other children/staff becoming infected.
Checking Children’s Hair

It is the responsibility of parents to check their children’s hair regularly.  The Local Health Authority no longer arranges hair screening checks in schools. Please consult your doctor, chemist or the clinic for further advice.  Medication for children is available free on prescription.

Each class will prepare an assembly for parents during the school year.  These are held in the Main School hall starting at 9.10 am. Please attend if possible to share in the activities your child is undertaking within his/her class.

Curriculum Information for Parents

All Staff will send home a list of the planned areas of study for children on the second Monday of each term. 

Change of Personal Details: Address, Work/Home Telephone Numbers and Medical Details 

It is essential that you inform school if you change your address, change telephone numbers, or your child develops a medical condition.  Medical cards for children with asthma should be updated annually.  New cards are available at the school office.

A Data Collection Sheet will be sent home in October so that parents can check that the information held on the school database for each child is correct. To comply with the Data Protection Act all sheets need to be returned even if there are no amendments.

Children Entering School in the Morning
Children in the Reception classes can be taken into class from 8.50 am onwards. All other children line up in class groups and are taken inside by their class teacher when the whistle is blown at 8.55 am. Register is taken at 9.00 am; children arriving later than 9.00 am are recorded as late. If they arrive after 9.20, their late mark counts as unauthorised absence.

Electronic Gate

The main school building has an electronic gate at the entrance near the main Alsager car park. To improve children’s safety this gate is locked at 9.10 am and unlocked at 3.00 pm. If you have a child in the main school and they arrive late (after 9.10 am) you will need to register him/her at the main Reception office (accessed from the Co-op car park) using the intercom to open the gate. Please do not allow children to enter school independently as they may not be able to operate the intercom successfully resulting in him/her being locked out of school!

The school staff car park on Fairview Avenue is out of bounds to children as it is used by delivery vehicles that need to reverse out of the gate. 
Collecting Children at 3.15 pm

School staff check that parents of Infants are on site before releasing them from class at 3.15 pm. This, however, is not done for Junior children. All children are told repeatedly that they are never to go outside the school gate without an adult and to return to their class teacher if a parent does not meet them. 

Parents and children need to take the following steps to prevent any problems occurring:

1.
Parents of Infants please wait inside the gate where your child and staff can see you.

2.  If due to unforeseen circumstances you will be late collecting your child, ring the school to alert staff.

3.  Reinforce our message to your child(ren) never to go outside the gate unattended and return to their teacher if nobody comes to meet them.

4.  School needs to be informed of the named responsible adult who will collect your child if you are unable to do so.
To ease congestion children will leave school using the following doors:   

· Mrs Windel’s children will use her class patio doors

· Mrs Weatherby’s children will use the main entrance

· Mrs Rigg’s and Mrs Fleet’s children will leave by Mrs Fleet’s patio door

· All upper junior children will leave by the upper junior cloakroom door.

· All year 1 children will leave by the white door.

· Miss Stoddart’s and Mrs Girbow’s children will leave by the red door.  

Children are expected to enter school in the morning and leave school at 3.15 pm independently and take responsibility for their own: coat, lunch box, reading/homework wallet, p.e. kit and water bottle. Please send your child back into school if he/she forgets!  Unless it is an emergency please speak to teachers after school (from 3.15 pm) rather than in the morning when lessons are beginning. 

To help ensure children’s safety and security all parents need to use the new Reception Office door in the Main School during school hours (8.55 am until 3.15pm.)

The Holiday Club opens every weekday during school holidays and Inset days except for the Alsager Highfields Christmas holiday dates and Bank Holidays. 

If you, your friends or neighbours would like to visit the Pre-School or book a place for any of these sessions please contact Elaine Parsons on the number given above.

If you have a relative or friend with a pre-school child who has not registered for starting School or Highfields Hoppers Pre-school, please advise them to contact school or Hoppers as soon as possible.

Lost Property

Lost clothing is stored in the Main School Hall or Annexe. There is always an enormous amount of lost clothing in school. The reason for this is that clothes are not clearly labelled so staff and “playground friends” cannot return them. If clothes are clearly labelled they can be returned to children immediately. After one term unclaimed clothes are forwarded to the charity shop. 

School Library

All our children are taught to respect our library. If you take pre-school children into the library whilst waiting for a child to finish an after-school activity please make sure he/she is supervised. There should be no food or drink consumed in the library. 

Healthy Eating

Mrs Stella Bowler (School Cook) sells: toast (25 p.),  milk 

(20 p.), fresh fruit (20 p.), and orange/apple juice (30 p.) in the Main School hall during the morning break. 

All infants are given a free piece of fruit and Reception children receive a free drink of milk during their morning break.

School Dinners (12.00 noon  – 1.00 pm)

School meals cost £2.20 per day (£11.00 per week). All cheques should be made payable to Cheshire East School Dinners. Sample menus are available from the canteen on request.

Monies in School

In keeping with Financial Regulations, teaching staff are no longer able to accept money directly from children. Parents can make payments at the school office throughout the week, or to the school cook in the kitchen for school meals on a Monday morning. All other payments can also be paid in a named sealed envelope and deposited in one of the three wall mounted security boxes located in both annexe entrances and in the main school outside the new office. 

Water Bottles

All children new to the school are given a free plastic water bottle in order that they can drink water throughout the day. Please label these. Children can fill these bottles, from cooled water fountains available in both buildings. These bottles should be taken home each evening for cleaning. Replacement bottles are available for £1 at the school office.

School Aims

Governors and staff at Alsager Highfields will do everything possible:

Charging Policy

In line with current legislation, no fees are chargeable for routine school activities.  Parents make a voluntary contribution towards the cost of visits, “activity week” (details to follow in the Summer Term) and visiting theatre groups.  Without this voluntary contribution these valuable activities could not take place.

Security

All playground gates are locked at playtimes and lunch times. The gates in the Annexe play area are also locked from 9.10 am until 3.15 pm as Reception children are using the playground throughout the day. All parents and visitors to the School should use the new main school office Reception door. There are seven external CCTV cameras and two internal CCTV cameras on site for increased safety and security.

School Absence  and Registration
Pupils are expected to attend school every day and to register punctually each morning and afternoon. Parents have a legal duty to ensure regular attendance. All attendance is carefully recorded and staff note reasons for absence. Please let the school know before 9.30 a.m. if your child is too ill to attend by phoning 882472 (Main School) or 875735 (Annexe).  There is an answer phone available on 882472 outside office hours. Only certain absences can be authorised by school. These absences include:

· Medical / sickness - verified by parental or doctor’s note.

· Holidays – please use a Holiday Consent Form (details below.)

We would discourage you from taking holidays in term time but it should be noted that legally parents can take their children on holiday for no more than two weeks in one academic year. If you need to take children on holiday in term-time, please complete a Holiday Consent Form, before your holiday takes place. A Holiday Consent Form is available on the school website (under “our school”) or from the school office.

Completed Holiday Consent Forms can be returned to the school Office at admin@alsagerhighfields.cheshire.sch.uk or your child’s class teacher. When authorised (if appropriate) it will be returned to you, by the class teacher, in your child’s reading wallet. All other absences are recorded as unauthorised.  It is not possible to authorise days (or parts of days) for such things as shopping, packing for holidays, etc. Your child’s annual written report includes the number of days on which your child has had an unauthorised absence.  Children with attendance below 85% are referred to the Cheshire East Education Welfare Officer. 

National Tests

Year 6 children 

Mrs Barrow’s and Mr Parsons’ classes will be undertaking National Tests between 13th and 17th May 2013. Please ensure Year 6 children attend school during the whole of these national tests.  Children are tested in English and mathematics. Tests missed cannot be re-taken, therefore children cannot be given a level of attainment in that subject if they do not attend.  Holidays cannot be authorised during this week. 

Year 2 children  

Mrs Windel’s and Mrs Weatherby’s Year 2 children will be undertaking National Tests throughout the whole of May. Holidays cannot be authorised during this time.

Annual QCA Testing Children in Years 3, 4 and 5.

Tests will take place in the week beginning Tuesday 7th May. Holidays cannot be authorised during this time. 

Punctuality

If your child is late (after 9.10 am) please take him/her to the new School Office as registers are taken to the office at 9.10 am.

Children should arrive on the playground no earlier than 8.50 am. Register is taken at 9.00 am and in accordance with  Cheshire East Council policy any child arriving after 9.00 am is recorded as “late.” Children arriving after 9.20 am are recorded as “unauthorised.” Children arriving late disrupt the whole class during the most important part of the lesson. Please do everything possible to avoid this.

Safe Parking 

In the interests of all our children’s safety, parents are requested to park on the main Alsager car park. The Fairview Avenue car park has sufficient space for staff members only. This car park is also used by delivery vans and coaches and should not be used by children. Our neighbours living on Fairview Avenue need access to their driveways at all times so please use the parking bays provided.

There is no footpath on School Lane (between the Annexe and  Alsager Institute/bowling green.) School Lane is very narrow so any car parked near the school gate or fence creates a hazard to pedestrians. Please contact the school if you have a mobility problem and genuinely need to park so close.
